President’s Report

The present term continued with the Association objectives of serving our members &
promoting local IT industry by organizing conferences and social activities.

(1) Serving members

We endeavored to extend our membership pool, and establish closer-relationship with friendly
organizations in our year plan, aiming at providing the utmost and substantial benefits to our
members. For instance, we launched diverse joint membership programs to double members’
gains by paying one low price.

In addition, we formulated the seventh special interest working group of Creative industry
pertaining to government's initiatives on creating an enabling environment for the
commercialization of creative ideas and opening up more opportunities for exchanges and
interplay among creative talent. Like other work groups, it facilitated members with particular
interests to congregate and leverage on each others expertise to stimulate the market growth
and development.

As invited by the HKSAR Innovation and Technology Commission (ITC), we nominated and
encouraged our members to participate in the development of International Standards on I.T.
not only to contribute our expertise but also to benefit our Members and the L.T. industry in
Hong Kong as a whole by following up the development process to be aware of any
forthcoming changes so that we can voice out our concerns or to make advance preparations.

(2) Cultivating the next-generation IT talent

This year, HKITF initially joined with Junior Achievement Hong Kong (JAHK) to organize the
“Company Programme” to provide a hands-on entrepreneurial experience for the secondary
students. There was a inspiring break from the norm as new IT award,"IT Director of the
Year" was given. Though this competition, students could realize more on the importance of IT
roles in the community. Besides, we organized seminars, study sessions and site visits to
some leading IT companies, Data Center, HK Computer Emergency Response Team
Coordination Centre and Wireless Development Centre for students to strengthen their I.T.
competence.

(3) Promoting Quality Standard

HKITF was actively involved in the development of Qualifications Framework (QF) for ICT
industry and led the Project Management sub-group of Industry Training Advisory Committee
(ITAC).

(4) Improving SME and Public IT Usage

At end of 2006, HKITF completed the project in the cooperation with Travel Industry Council of
Hong Kong (TIC) to heighten the awareness of the travel agents industry on the imminence of
deeper IT adoption as a response to the business paradigm shift towards Customer
Relationship Management (CRM) orientation. We have successfully researched and presented
to hundreds of Travel Agents in this 2 year span of the project. This project is sponsored by
OGCIO

Besides, HKITF has continued to promote the awareness and adoption for SME under the
SME Development Fund (SDF). 5 workshops have been conducted over 3 vertical industries.

In Feb 2007, OGCIO has accepted our proposal to sponsor the development of simple
front-end software modules that provide basic functions for document preparation and
exchanges as well as optional add-on value adding e-applications through interconnection with
the Digital Trade and Transportation Network (DTTN) for use by SMEs involved in the trading
and logistics. Over 65 IT companies have expressed interest to participate in the campaign.

(5) Fostering Pan-PRD Collaboration

Linux/OSS products have been rapidly developed in the Mainland in the recent years.
Therefore, HKITF organized an awareness seminar in Nov 2006 with experts from the
Guangdong concerning OSS development and market potential in Mainland to facilitate HK
ISVs entering huge market in the Mainland. This seminar also provided valuable networking
opportunities between HK ISVs and GD counterparts for long-term collaboration. With the
support from OGCIO, we facilitated our members to apply for the GD Linux Software and
Hardware Recommended Procurement List Programme 2006 which was open for application
by HK ISVs for the first time. We are pleased to announce that 91% of HK applications (20 out
of 22 solutions) were successfully certified.

Recently, HKITF has received a grant from OGCIO for the project of “HK/GD Software
Outsourcing Cooperation”. Joint HK/GD overseas promotion will be conducted in coming 2
years.

(6) Responding to Government

In the past year, HKITF continued to maintain active dialogue with government on policy
matters.
